Membership Policy--approved by board September 23, 2003

North Star Ski Touring Club

1. Regular Membership

Regular membership requires payment of dues and includes privileges of voting, holding office, and going on trips, subject to the constitution, by-laws, and policies of the club and actions of the board. One membership includes all persons residing in the same household. Only one Loype will be mailed for each membership.

2. Honorary Membership

The Board may elect to Honorary Membership any person who has made distinguished contributions to the sport of cross country skiing and other outdoor activities pursued by the North Star Club. Honorary Membership includes privileges specified by the Board in each case.

3. Emeritus Membership

A person is eligible for Emeritus Membership who has been a member for fifteen years and has attained the age of seventy-five years. Persons meeting these requirements may request in writing Emeritus status, which will include without cost all privileges of membership unless otherwise specified by the board.

4. Complimentary Subscription

The board may authorize free mailing of the Loype to persons, businesses, or agencies it wishes to know more about the club but privileges of membership (trips, voting, etc.) are not included.

5. Expiration of Emeritus/Honorary/Complimentary Subscriptions

The Membership Chair will stop mailing the Loype to people described in paragraphs 2, 3 and 4 if the mailing is returned as undeliverable or if there is other information that the mail is not being read. The Membership Chair may inquire whether recipients are still interested in receiving the Loype. The Membership Chair will give the board once a year a list of all Honorary, Emeritus and Complimentary mailings, for any changes the board may make. Privileges under paragraphs 2, 3 and 4 are at the sole discretion of the board and may be withdrawn at any time. 

6. Membership by an Organization

Memberships paid by an organization (government agency, resort, club, corporation etc.) include a subscription to the Loype. The privilege of going on trips and other privileges of membership can be provided to up to two persons if they are named by the organization at the time of  paying dues. The Board may interpret the privileges of a membership held by an organization differently from one held by an individual or household.
